
PROPOSAL GUIDANCE

INFORMATION REQUIRED TO EVALUATE PROPOSALS

1.    To assist in the evaluation of technical proposals, the following information is requested and must be
provided.  The supplier may submit additional information to further describe the product beyond the stated
minimums; the supplier is encouraged to document value to the government in their proposal as this is the
primary basis for contract award.  This information shall be presented in the same order and format as
requested below or suitably referenced to paragraph/pages of the proposal.

A.   The technical description necessary for evaluation to assess the adequacy of the proposed design shall
include:

1) Drawings and appropriate descriptive material
2) Compliance statements for each technical requirement, along with justification
3) Any analyses that support the design or its qualification status.
4) Indicate conformance or non-conformance with specifications and identify any 

proposed variations or deviations to the stated specification.
5) Complete the Verification Matrix in the specification documenting the method for verification

of each requirement

B.   Program Schedule

The qualification and delivery of the required products shall include a program schedule consisting of:

1) An outline of planned development, test, and qualification test activities.
2) An outline of planned manufacturing and acceptance test provisions.
3) An outline of planned quality assurance provisions.

C   Capabilities

1) The supplier shall submit a detailed description of their qualifications, background, and
related experience to show that they are qualified to support the customers requirement for the item.

2) Describe the available facilities and equipment to be used to design/develop, fabricate, test,
and deliver the products specified in the S.O.W.

3) Indicate, if any, present commitments that would interfere with the supplier’s ability to concur
with requirements.

4) A short resume on the personnel and services shall be included in the technical proposal.

5) Provide references of other propellant tank contracts for similar applications.

6) Describe major subcontractors and suppliers capabilities.

D.   Price

    The proposal shall contain the supplier’s Fixed Price Quotation for complying with the Specification,
Statement of Work, and for providing the products/activities described in this proposal.  Due to the urgency
of this procurement, the contract award may be based on initial proposals without discussion.
